The Eucharistic Prayer

The Lord is here.

All glory and honour be yours always and everywhere, mighty
creator, ever-living God. We give you thanks and praise for your
Son, our Saviour Jesus Christ, who for love of our fallen race
humbled himself, was born of the Virgin Mary by the power of your
Spirit, and lived as one of us. In this mystery of the Word made
flesh you have caused his light to shine in our hearts, to give
knowledge of your glory in the face of Jesus Christ. In him we see
our God made visible and so are caught up in the love of the God
we cannot see. Therefore with all the angels of heaven we lift our
voices to proclaim the glory of your name and sing our joyful
hymn of praise:

Lord, you are holy indeed, the source of all holiness; grant that by
the power of your Holy Spirit, and according to your holy will, these
gifts of bread and wine may be to us the body and blood of our
Lord Jesus Christ; who, in the same night that he was betrayed,
took bread and gave you thanks; he broke it and gave it to his
disciples, saying: Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you;

In the same way, after supper he took the cup and gave you
thanks; he gave it to them, saying: Drink this, all of you; this is my
blood of the new covenant, which is shed for you and for many
for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, as often as you drink it, in
remembrance of me. Christ is the bread of life:

When we eat this bread and drink this cup,
we proclaim your death, Lord Jesus,
until you come in glory.

And so, Father, calling to mind his death on the cross, his perfect
sacrifice made once for the sins of the whole world; rejoicing in his
mighty resurrection and glorious ascension, and looking for his
coming in glory, we celebrate this memorial of our redemption.
As we offer you this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, we
bring before you this bread and this cup and we thank you for
counting us worthy to stand in your presence and serve you.

Send the Holy Spirit on your people and gather into one in your
kingdom all who share this one bread and one cup, so that we, in
the company of [N and] all the saints, may praise and glorify you
for ever, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom,
and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be
yours, almighty Father, for ever and ever.
