Father, we plead with confidence his 

sacrifice made once for all upon the 

cross; we remember his dying and rising 

in glory, and we rejoice that he 

intercedes for us at your right hand.

As we eat and drink these holy things in 

your presence, form us in the likeness of 

Christ, and build us into a living temple 



Christ has died:
